Where possible, we have endeavored to remove any identifying

elements (e.g., product and company names).

The CSA also documented certified software in violation of AppEsteem

rules - ACR-007, ACR-005, ACR-016, ACR-099 which are not published

here to avoid potentially harming the software vendors.



ACR-003: "Consumers are not misled to believe they have an issue, a problem with,

something out of date, or something missing from their system. This includes no

exaggerated or unsubstantiated claims about system's health".



ACR-007: "Has no false claims or implications to be from another vendor or misleading

users about their source, owner, purpose, functionality or features".



ACR-124: "Uninstallation does not add unnecessary friction for the

consumer."



ACR-152: "Consumer has a means to cancel or decline the installation of the carrier".

(ACR-013) User-committed acquisition workflows are not interrupted with

out-of-context, non-essential, or unrelated interstitials that require the user to wait or

respond, unless app has first obtained explicit, informed user consent immediately prior

to the interruption.
